The World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) was founded in 1994 by Tim
Berners-Lee, the inventor of the Web, to promote universal access and to
guide the Web’s development with careful consideration for the novel legal,
commercial, and social issues raised by this technology.

A non-profit, industry-supported consortium — it includes researchers and
engineers from more than 420 participating institutions — W3C is jointly
administered by MIT’s Laboratory for Computer Sciences (MIT-LCS) in the
U.S., the National Institute for Research in Computer Science and Control
(INRIA) in France, and Keio University in Japan.

W3C has developed and published more than twenty technological recom-
mendations for the Web, including HTML, XML, and CSS.
